Dear Mr. Parker: 

First, I want to thank you again for your immediate intervention last December to help resolve a crisis at the Star factory in the El Porvenir Free Trade Zone in Honduras, which resulted in the reinstatement of the founding union members, who had been fired for trying to exercise their legal right to organize. 

I am writing you now to seek your assistance once again to help resolve a final outstanding issue at the Star factory: the reinstatement of 13 union members who were fired between November 11 and 26, 2007 in reprisal for supporting the union’s activities. In a note dated December 10, Mr. Dale Lockamy, legal representative of Star, committed to reviewing the firings of this group of workers, yet more than two months later, the situation is still to be resolved. This situation is extremely difficult for the workers, who are without wages and savings and all but two of whom have not accepted severance. For the union and many Star workers who are anxious to move forward in a positive and proactive way in collaboration with management, the immediate reinstatement of these workers is a matter of fairness and critical to finally put the events of November behind them so the factory can move in the direction of becoming a model plant. This could be a win-win situation for the workers, the Star factory and for American consumers.
